 Happy Sabbath!  I am glad you are here this third Sabbath of 
June.  (We are now officially in summer!) It’s nice to see each one of 
you.  I am thankful for these moments that we can share together in 
worship and fellowship.  Visitors, we are delighted to have you here.

I am 
very thankful for the help from our support staff, and transportation 
from Pisgah Valley Retirement Community and Mt. Pisgah Academy.  
There is still room for more campers.  If you are interested in being a 
part of next week’s activities, come and join us on Monday morning. 
 Last week I was the camp pastor at Nosoca Pines Ranch. It 
was the week of Adventure and Specialty camp and there were 131 
campers with afternoon temperatures of just about the same number!  
I gave the evening and morning devotions and spoke twice on Sab-
bath.  It was great to see most of the camp staff is from Mt. Pisgah 
Academy, either a current student or graduate.  Kitty Ratzlaff was 
one of the camp nurses for the first part of the week.  So Pisgah was 
well represented.  We are so blessed in this conference to have so 
many wonderful summer programs for our young people.  I know the 
camp experience was a tremendous spiritual influence during my 
formative years.  This Sabbath the Menhardt tribe is in Virginia where 
I am teaching the young adult class at the Potomac Campmeeting. 
 Moving Toward The Advent.  That is the theme of our summer 
worship services.  We are living in changing world times.  Like back- 
ground music, we are constantly hearing reminders that Jesus is on 
His way.  I believe we are on the final lap and it is apparent the last 
movements will be rapid ones.
